The mid-August gathering of government and religious leaders was unlike any held before in Africa. 
Delegates from 30 African nations met in Limuru, Kenya from August 18Ð21, 2009 to discuss issues and formulate 

plans that could lead to the transformation of the continent.



The Church in Mission and Transformation
The second African Forum on Religion and Government (AFREG), under the theme ÒThe Church in Mission and 
Transformation,Ó was both a call to action and an initiative designed to sensitize and equip the Church for playing 
her role as salt and light in society. 

AFREG 2 sought to provide the strategic engagement and onÐgoing network of church leaders, in partnership with 
government leaders, for spearheading the holistic transformation of every sphere of African society.

The consultation was visionary, intensive and in-depth. During plenary sessions, speakers encouraged participants 
with insightful statements on leadership, governance and the key role played by the Church. On the opening day of 
the conference, His Excellency Pierre Nkurunziza, President of Burundi, and His Excellency Stephen Kalonzo 
Musyoka, Vice President of Kenya, engaged the participants by sharing their hearts, examples of successful 
transformation and their continuing desire for positive changes across the vastness of Africa.

Workshops to Develop Plans and Strategies for Transformation
Much in-depth work took place in the group workshops, with lively discussions and brainstorming sessions on 
topics of such continental importance as leadership and integrity, economic development, government, youth and 
children, gender and development, the church in societal transformation, and the environment. One participant 
stated that during these workshops he sensed a real Òyearning for the work to begin nowÓ and not for time to slip by 
before beginning.

The connections made among key African leaders in attendance at AFREG 2 has enabled work to begin at the 
national level in several countries. In October, key leaders held a ÒminiÐAFREGÓ conference in South Africa to 
develop regional strategies of transformation. In Zimbabwe, a delegate has already implemented a seminar series 
designed for churches to teach and equip their members to learn more about their important role in governance. 

Through GodÕs blessing and enablement, AFREG 2 will continue producing positive and long-lasting results in 
Africa. Leaders are meeting and developing plans to hold national and/or regional AFREG consultations. If we seek 
enlightenment from Jesus Christ, we will !nd His strength to persevere and His wisdom to follow through on these 
plans to the stage of real fruit-bearing and long-term transformation.

President Pierre Nkurunziza of Burundi joined the opening day of AFREG 2 to accept the 2009 PresidentÕs 
Transforming Leadership Award for his exemplary leadership in promoting peace and progress in Burundi and 
Africa. Visibly humbled during his acceptance of the award, President Nkurunziza was also !lled with emotion and 
pride for his people and the way they are embracing the movement towards peace, positive change and progress in 
development.

President Nkurunziza spoke about a wide range of achievements attained through the e#orts of his government, as 
well as the challenges they face as a nation. His administration has successfully provided free primary education to 
all of the countryÕs children and free health care for children under !ve and pregnant women. He established and 
participated in a campaign to plant 10 million fruit trees across the nation and continues to help farmers by 
supplying equipment and fertilizers. In addition to newly upgraded roads in the capital, 500 new schools have been 
built across the country and a campaign to construct 500 health clinics is underway. The realization of peace was 
further strengthened by Nkurunziza recently signing a treaty with the last remaining rebel group !ghting in 
Burundi. 

As he spoke about the continent, President Nkurunziza declared, ÒLet me tell you: the future of Africa is in the hands of 
Africans themselves, because they are the ones who must ensure development takes root there. This requires good 
leadership, committed to work for the interest of the people. A human being would never achieve these goals without the 
help of the Almighty God, because [with] no GodÑ[there is] no life, and to know God is to know life!Ó

REALIZING THEIR DREAMS



Training Leaders in Harare, Zimbabwe
During AFREG 2, Trevor Maisiri, the Executive Director of the African Reform Institute (ARI) in Zimbabwe, was 
inspired to begin a campaign with churches in his country. Believing that now is the time to support Christians in 
Zimbabwe, Maisiri developed a half-day seminar series to teach church members about their calling into public 
service and politics. ARI is an non-governmental organization which focuses on training women and children to 
become future political leaders.%

Mobilizing the Church in Kenya
On September 15, 2009 approximately 50 members of the newly formed Kenya Chapter of AFREG met at Africa 
Nazarene University to discuss their views on the way forward for their country. Plans were made to organize 
regular meetings of AFREG Kenya, to help the church have a consolidated vision on the various issues of concern, to 
mobilize the church for holistic transformation and optimum use of resources, and to mobilize resources for AFREG 
programs and activities. 

Mini-AFREG Conference in South Africa
A mini-AFREG conference was held on October 27, 2009 in Pretoria, South Africa. Those in attendance saw the 
AFREG 1 DVD in order to gain insight into the vision and mission of AFREG.

AFREG in Nigeria
As a result of a September 2009 meeting of leaders from the AFREG movement in Nigeria, plans are beginning to 
form for an AFREG event in March 2010. Additionally, the former Prime Minister, and now current Minister of Justice 
in Chad, the Hon. Min. Alingue, addressed AFREG 2 participants asking for people to visit his country to pray.  In 
response to this request, AFREG Nigeria delegates decided to support their neighbors by traveling to NÕDjamena in 
early 2010 to pray for the country. 

Presidential Planning in Zambia
After a recent meeting with President Rupiah Banda, members of AFREG Zambia were asked to begin making plans 
for a more formal time of discussion.  President Banda graciously agreed to host a meeting for AFREG Zambia and 
his cabinet ministers, deputy ministers and permanent secretaries.

Promoting Partnerships in Ghana
Meeting on September 11, 2009 members of the AFREG Ghana Chapter learned more speci!cally about highlights 
from AFREG 2, as well as how they can be involved in what is seen as their Òmain taskÓÑto promote e#ective church 
and state partnerships for development. The group met again on September 25, with denominational heads, heads 
of para-church organizations, leaders of various church groupings, e.g. Christian Council, Pentecostal Council, 
charismatic churches, key% political leaders and other key leaders in society.

INSPIRATION LEADING TO NATIONAL INIT IATIVES

In the months following the conclusion of the second African Forum on Religion & Government, leaders in business, 
government and religion began sharing the vision of AFREG with  counterparts in their respective home countries. 

AFREG is now a growing movement among African leaders. AFREG participants are making vigorous strides to effect positive 
transformation, good governance, servant-leadership and the promotion of national  development.
